of Loretto for the hour of Death, are these not worth more than all that we could ever do for all the Priests who

come to our House, I feel that my Children are placed under a splendid patronage to have the happiness and

society of such servants of Almighty God, who can counsel and guard them in all their undertakings now that

their dear Father is gone from amongst us, not his loss but ours who loved him so much

you will know that my son is at the College of Ushaw in England now and has been for a year in order to nish his

studies, my George William is at the works8  still, My Lizzy and Anne are at Home with me and take the duties of

Housekeeping upon them in order to leave me more free as I am constantly at the works now, with the blessing

of God we are going on well there too, it has been a very hard year and half for me since Poor Fathers9  Death, we

had a great deal to lose without every care was taken of all materials in the works, so that I have been constantly

employed either in the Books or in the works, all the money, all the letters, pass through my hands and I have to

decide on all important matters, you will now undersand what my labor is, I have not said one half that I could

wish to say but time will not permit me to stay longer now,
