Is there any one able to persuade you to call in upon

them sometimes to dinner & spend a few hours to rest your weary bones!

Our
papers tell us that the Irish in London are going to have a grand Procession® today, carrying banners with Irish

Mottoes,” flags - rosettes of Green, yellow, & blue - & request release of the Fenian® Prisoners,® make speeches
in favour of home rule - &c. &c. & that they have demanded Police to protect them! - I wonder what will come

of it. Maurice intends to go to Town by & bye & see, & then tell us on his

return. Have you heard of the apparition of Our Lady in Alsace?” If you have & can send me any particulars more
than I know do - I have heard that Our Lady appeared in a Forest, & such crowds went to see her, that the Prussian
authorities interfered & said the Forest belonged to the Government, & no one was allowed to enter any more a

3 Op zondag 16 maart - de dag voor St. Patrick’s Day, het feest van de patroonheilige van Ierland - werd in London een grote
manifestatie georganiseerd door de ‘Irish Home Rule Association’. De Londense politie en Ierse ordediensten, herkenbaar aan hun
groene rozetten en stokken omhuld met groene, oranje en witte linten, beschermden de twintigduizend processiegangers. Aan het
eind van de middag verzamelden ze in Hyde Park. De voorzitter van de associatie, een zekere Mooney, gaf een speech waarin hij
het Britse parlement opriep zich aan de verdragen van 1691 en 1872 te houden door het onvervreemdbare recht op zelfbestuur van
de Ierse bevolking te herstellen. Ook pleitte hij voor de onmiddellijke invrijheidsstelling van de overblijvende ‘Fenian prisoners’.
Alles verliep zonder noemenswaardige incidenten, alleen het weer was barslecht. (Cork Constitution, 17/03/1873; Week's News

6 Deze ‘Fenian prisoners’ waren leden van de Irish Republican Brotherhood, een geheime rebellenbeweging die streed voor de Ierse
republiek, onathankelijk van Engeland. Ze waren sinds 1858 actief in lerland en de VS. In 1867 waren ze verantwoordelijk voor
een aantal terreurdaden tegen het Britse establishment in Ierland en Engeland. De organisatie van het gewelddadige verzet liet te
wensen over en hun keuze voor gewapend verzet kon op weinig bijval van de Ierse priesters en boeren rekenen. Hun leiders werden
gevangen genomen en kregen zware straffen. De meeste opstandelingen keerden achteraf terug naar huis. Hun verzetsdaden
hadden vooral een symbolische betekenis. (wikipedia; B. De Leeuw, P. De Wilde, K. Verbeke, e.a., De briefwisseling van Guido Gezelle
met de Engelsen.

Gehuld
in het wit en met gouden kroon verscheen ze meermaals sedert begin juli 1872 op de helling van de Schlossberg aan kinderen
en volwassenen. Het nieuws verspreidde zich als een lopend vuurtje door heel Europa. De massale toestroom van pelgrims en
nieuwsgierigen baarde het Duitse bestuur zorgen, niet in het minst omdat deze verschijningen misbruikt zouden worden voor

politieke propaganda: de Heilige Maagd zou de Elzas komen bevrijden van het Pruisische juk! Het leger kreeg de opdracht om de
