Tell dear Mrs Galbraith I have been nursing my sick husband ever since I

came into the Church and been too occupied to write before. He died last January and ever since then I have had

a heavy trial in my new occupation with this imbecile lady. I can teach English, music, rudiments of french and

do needlework, but would only undertake young pupils. My husband's profession as a lawyer left him when he

died, and by more misfortune than fault I am left penniless. I am willing to do anything that God sends me.
